God who sent messages to Prophet Abraham, nota-

bly Judaism, Christianity and Islam.  

Omnibenevolent – the belief that God is all-loving.  

The Big Bang Theory—A scientific idea about how 

the universe began.  Simply the idea is that 14 billon 

years ago all matter and energy in the universe was 

contained in a very small and hot singular point.  

From this tiny point, the whole Universe expanded 

outwards to what exists today.
